• 4x6 lined index cards for grammar (approximately 300 for the year) 
• rubber bands to hold grammar cards together 
• a 1 ½ inch binder (with pockets, if possible) 
• one package of dividers for the binder  
• one manila folder (do not label) 
• two  pocket folders – paper, not plastic (do not label) 
• a large supply of white loose-leaf paper  
• highlighters 
• blue or black pens 
• red pens 

 
Literature 8 Supplies 

• 4x6 lined index cards for vocabulary (approximately 250 for the year)  
• rubber bands to hold vocabulary cards together   
• a 1 ½ inch binder (with pockets, if possible) 
• one package of dividers for the binder 
• one manila folder (do not label) 
• a large supply of white loose-leaf paper  
• highlighters 
• blue or black pens 
• red pens

o Please do not label; folders will be labeled in class 

• Two pocket folders 
o Do not purchase in advance, color determined on first day of class

§ Example: Jane Smith, English V AP. Writing Portfolio 
• Blue or black ink pens (note: AP in-class essays must be written in black ink)

• Camera* (A limited number of cameras will be made available to students in the
